The essay content did not match your summary of Rose, and I found the essay that you copied on the internet and attached a copy to your paper.

     We have discussed plagiarism in class.  Because of this plagiarized essay, the grade for your midquarter portfolio will be a zero.   

      Plagiarism includes failing to cite significant sources in a research paper or presentation; submitting verbatim or in a closely paraphrased form material from a printed or electronic source, a website for example; submitting material produced by another student, or for another class.  The relevant section of the Student’s Rights and Responsibilities Handbook is WAC 132I-120-100, especially subsection 3,c, i. 

   If a student has only one report of academic dishonesty (plagiarism, cheating, fabrication, etc.) onfile, it will not be reported on a common application or “statement of good standing” for students transferring to 4-year institutions.

If a student commits a second academic dishonesty violation, he/she is called in for a formal disciplinary hearing with a judicial officer at the college.  In such cases, the academic dishonesty violation may be present in student records when transferring.

    If you are confused or concerned about this plagiarism issue and would like to pursue this matter further, please talk to me about it.
